Urgent care is care you need for a non-emergency illness or injury. You need urgent care treatment within 24 hours, and 

you shouldn't have to travel more than 30 minutes for the care. You typically need urgent care to treat a condition that:  

¶ Doesnõt threaten life, limb or eyesight. 

¶ Needs attention before it becomes a serious risk to health.
