Legislative Affairs/National MOAA Advocacy in Action

This month, | wanted to take the time to remind members to visit www.moaa.org and spend some time
getting to know the Legislative Action Center again. This section was mentioned quite a few times at our
recent FCOC Leadership Training in Orlando. The Legislative Action Center is a section on the national
website that gives members the tools they need to effectively advocate for policy. This center is the most
important part of our work to change policies that affect the benefits that veterans, current duty military
(including the National Guard and Reserve), former officers, and their families have earned. Some of the
most important things about the Legislative Action Center are:

1. The center keeps members up to date on important legislative problems that affect them. Members
can get a better sense of the issues at stake by reading analyses of current bills, policy ideas, and
government actions.

2. Members are notified quickly when important changes happen in the law. There are often calls to
action in these alerts, telling members to talk to their chosen officials about important issues right
away.

3. The platform has a number of tools that can help with lobbying. This includes notes and emails that
have already been written and can be sent directly to lawmakers, as well as advice on how to talk
to policymakers effectively and set up and run meetings with elected officials.

4. Members can see how MOAA's most important advocacy efforts are going. The center gives people
up-to-date information on how new laws are doing in Congress, such as vote counts, bill
amendments, and referrals to committees.

5. Members can make their advocacy efforts more specific by using the available tools. Members can
find out how to get in touch with their individual congressional representatives, personalize their
messages, and share personal stories or insights that show why the legislation being considered is
important.

6. The Legislative Action Center of MOAA is also an educational resource. It has articles, webinars,
and other materials that help members stay up to date on policy problems and advocacy strategies
that affect the military.

7. The center invites members to work together and build communities. Members can have a bigger
effect on policy decisions when we work together in a collective team for advocacy activities.

The Quorum area is the most important part of the LAC. This area shows a more advanced and
data-driven part. It is a legislative tracking program that gives you actions taken and next level information
S0, we can keep an eye on and change the way policies are made. When it's added to the Legislative
Action Center, it makes it much easier for us lobby in a number of ways:

1. Members can keep an eye on military-related bills at some stages of the legislative process. This
means keeping an eye on things like new bills, changes to existing bills, committee orders, and
votes on the floor. This is done by following the source links that are listed on the site.

2. The platform has strong analytics tools that look at data from the legislature. This can include things
like sponsorship and co-sponsorship, and how likely it is that a bill will be passed.

3. The section, if used properly, can showcase the most important people in the legislative process,
like committee members, and other groups whose goals are similar to yours.




4. National MOAA can get its members to move quickly by telling them about important legislative
moments. For example, they can be told to call their representatives or join advocacy campaigns.

5. MOAA can use Quorum to make unique reports about changes in the law, the results of their
lobbying efforts, and how involved their members are. This information is very important for figuring
out how well their strategies are working and making choices based on facts.

6. Quorum makes it easier to talk to lawmakers in a focused way. If members wants to, they can use
the platform to write and send lawmakers and their staff personalized messages, position papers, or
testimonies about certain legislative problems.

7. The section can be used to teach members how laws are made, how to talk to lawmakers in a good
way, and the details of current laws that affect the military.
